WHEREBY IT IS HEREBY AGREED AND DECLARED AS FOLLOWS:

1.

This agreement shall continue in force until close of business on

This agreement shall continue in force until determined by not less than three days’ written notice given by either party.

During the subsistence of this agreement the Proprietor shall receive from the Locum and the Locum shall render to the Proprietor services as a Pharmaceutical Chemist at the Proprietor’s premises at (v) 


(hereinafter called ‘the Pharmacy’).

3.
The Locum, who hereby warrants to the Proprietor that he/she is a registered Pharmaceutical Chemist and that he/she is aware of the Proprietor’s statutory and professional obligations as the Proprietor of a Pharmacy, shall in his/her discretion, spend such periods at the pharmacy as will ensure that the aforesaid statutory and professional obligations are complied with.

4.
The Locum may in his/her discretion arrange for some other registered Pharmaceutical Chemist to deputise for him/her at the Pharmacy in his/her absence subject always to the Proprietor’s right, for reasonable cause, to refuse to accept the services of any particular deputy.

5.
The Locum or his/her deputy shall exercise all proper professional skill and diligence in the rendering of the aforesaid services but shall not be subject to the direction or control of the Proprietor as to the manner in which he/she shall perform such services.

6.
The Locum shall not be required by the Proprietor to perform any duties at the Pharmacy in connection with the running or operation of the Proprietor’s business other than the rendering of the aforesaid services as a Pharmaceutical Chemist and matters strictly incidental thereto.

7.
The Locum shall provide his/her own protective clothing and shall further provide him/herself with any items of equipment considered by him/her to be necessary for the proper rendering of the aforesaid services yet which are not available at the Pharmacy.

8.
In respect of the aforesaid services (whether performed by him/herself or by a deputy) the Locum shall receive and the Proprietor shall pay the gross fee of (vi) .......... per hour/per day which fee shall be subject to no deductions whatsoever.

9.
During the subsistence of this agreement the Locum shall be an independent contractor for and not the servant of the Proprietor and in the capacity of independent contractor will bear exclusive responsibility for the payment of all National Insurance or Social Security contributions as a self-employed person and for the discharge of all and any liability for the payment of income tax arising out of the remuneration for the services performed pursuant to this agreement.

10.
Nothing in this agreement or to be implied from the terms hereof shall restrict the right of the Locum to provide services of the same kind as are provided for herein for others outside the periods of time spent at the Pharmacy.
